Wylie Crawford is the University Carillonneur at the University of Chicago, a
position he has held since 1984. In addition, he is the Resident Carillonneur for
the Chicago Botanic Garden in Glencoe (since 1986), and the Seminary
Carillonneur for Seabury Theological Seminary in Evanston. He was the first
City Carillonneur for the Millennium Carillon in Naperville.

Mr. Crawford fulfilled the requirements of the Guild of Carillonneurs in North
America to become a certified Carillonneur in 1977. During his thirty-four year
association with the Guild, he has served as its Vice President for six years, and
is currently the Chair of its Membership Committee as well as the sponsor of the
GCNA World Wide Web server (www.gcna.org). He has given carillon recitals
in France, The Netherlands, Belgium, Denmark, Sweden, and the United States.

He is the President of the World Carillon Federation (www.carillon.org), a
federation of international associations that organizes conferences in countries
with a carillon culture. Previously, Mr. Crawford served as its Treasurer from
1990 until 20006.

A Chicago native raised in New York, he is the husband of Erica Karp, a portrait
artist. To supplement his carillon income, Mr. Crawford is the President of
Compassionate Computing, a computer training and support organization.
