They might even 
land on me, especially if I stand very still. I can stand like a tree 
and a butterfly may land on me! 

 

 

 



 
 

   
 

 

 

It is okay if the butterflies touch me, but I cannot touch them. 

 

If a butterfly lands on me, it might tickle, but I know butterflies 
cannot hurt me because they do not have teeth or a mouth to 
bite. Butterflies have a straw tongue called a proboscis that 
they use to drink nectar.
