Accessibility and Wheelchairs Accessible parking spaces  
are located in parking lots 1 and 2. Garden buildings and  
most Garden areas are wheelchair-accessible. Tram tours  
are accessible to visitors with special needs. Wheelchairs and  
electric wheelchair scooters may be borrowed on a first-come, 
first-served basis from the Membership & Information Desk in  
the Visitor Center. Fee applies for electric wheelchair scooters. 

Parking fee 
applies (free for Garden members). Select event fees also apply.

Café hours vary with 
the season. The Garden Grille and Rose Terrace Café are open from May to October, weather permitting.

The Garden is a 385-acre living plant museum. The flowers, 
trees, and shrubs are here as exhibits for everyone to enjoy. 
Please help us protect our plants and grounds.

• �Help preserve the Garden’s serene atmosphere and maintain its  
unique and beautiful collection and native habitats. Please refrain from 
climbing on trees and shrubs, picking fruits and vegetables, walking in 
garden beds, collecting plants, flowers, or labels, and feeding wildlife. 

• The Garden is smoke-free, including e-cigarettes.

• �Concealed carry firearms are prohibited on any real property under 
the control of the Forest Preserves of Cook County. Individuals who are 
licensed to carry concealed guns must store their firearms in their car’s 
glove compartment, trunk, or locked case while visiting the Garden.

• �Support animals are permitted on Garden grounds. No pets, please.

•� �No alcoholic beverages may be brought into the Garden.  
Any alcohol consumed must be purchased on the premises.

• �Have your picnic in the picnic area, adjacent to parking lot 2.  
Please keep food out of the gardens and trails. Campfires and  
outdoor cooking are prohibited. 

• �Please bike only on the North Branch Trail along the east road.  
The Forest Preserve speed limit for bikes is 8 mph. Park bikes  
in the racks provided outside the Visitor Center and other areas.

• �Active sports and games—including rollerblading, skateboarding,  
use of scooters and Frisbees, ball playing, skiing, swimming, and 
fishing—are not permitted.

• �Kindly refrain from playing on fountains and sculpture.

• �Use Garden benches or chairs for resting. Laying blankets on  
the grass is permitted only during summer Evenings concerts.
